RULES & REGULATIONS                     SCHEDULE “C”                        
The Rules and Regulations annexed hereto are herby adopted as the first Rules and Regulations of the Association, and they shall remain valid until such time as they are rescinded, or revised, added to, or otherwise modified made by the first duly elected Association.

The primary consideration in the adoption of these Rules has been to enable the Co-owners and their guests to obtain maximum enjoyment from the use of the facilities while at the same time considering the important aspects of health, safety and general welfare.  These Rules and Regulations are subject to change by the Board of Directors of the Association at any time without prior notice to the Co-Owners.

The Resort Management will, at all times, have the authority to see that each of these Rules and Regulations are carried out and to enforce such.

A.
GENERAL

Use of the Resort

1.
The resort will be accessible year round unless otherwise determined from time to time by the Association.  The Recreational facilities will be available for all Co-Owners use along with their guest and visitors from April 15th to October 15th weather permitting.  The Association under the direction of the Co-Owners reserves the right to change these dates from time to time.

2.
All Co-Owners and their guests, visitors and other shall comply with the laws of British 
             Columbia and the laws of Canada including the Canadian Criminal Code.
3.
Resort access and security gate cards (or codes) will be issued to each Co-Owner.  In the event of error or loss, new access can be requested in writing from management.

4.
All “RV’s shall meet the standards set out in Section E contained herein.

5.
A spare set of keys to a Co-Owners recreational vehicle shall be left with resort management.

6.
Profanity or immoral conduct of Co-Owners and their guest, visitors and others shall not be permitted.

7.
Employees of the Association shall not be subject to the individual direction or control of the Co-Owners or others.  The control of employees is specifically vested in the Association and its duly authorized agents.

8.
Discretionary use is required for the consumption of liquor on any part of the common area, common facilities and recreational facilities of the Resort.

9.
Under no circumstances will minors (under 19 years – BC law) be served, be allowed to assist in serving or be permitted to consume liquor in or on any part of the Resort.
10.
The gathering or cutting of vegetation within the resort is prohibited.

11.
Co-Owners and their guests, visitors, and others shall conduct themselves with decorum in the Resort and shall not indulge in loud and boisterous conduct.  Games or sports, which may be calculated to bring the Resort disrepute or to interrupt the harmony of the Resort will not be allowed.

12.
Co-Owners are responsible for any and all conduct of their children, guests, visitors and others and shall be held responsible for any charges incurred by their children guests, visitors and others.

13.
Trail bikes, noisy motorbikes, dune buggies, off road vehicles or other similar powered apparatus will not be permitted to operate within the resort without prior written permission from management.

14.
Outside clothes drying and/or clotheslines are not permitted within the Resort; logical exceptions for bathing suits and towels unobtrusively being dried will be accepted.

15.
Co-owners must submit a “Notice to Sell” form for sign off from the Board President (or designate) prior to their lot sale commencing. 
16.
No Co-Owner their guest, visitors and others are permitted to sell goods or services within the resort without prior written permission from resort management.

17.
Request for maintenance and complaints from Co-Owners can be brought to the resort management, which will authorize any appropriate action.

Breach of Rules & Regulations

1.
In the event that Co-Owners their guests, visitors, and others are in breach of the rules and regulations, the management may immediately require the parties to leave the resort.

Insurance and Risk

1.
All facilities are used by Co-Owners their guest, visitors and all others at their own risk.

2.
Any Co-Owner, their guest, visitors and all others, who willfully or negligently defaces injuries or destroys property or equipment of the resort, shall be held liable for the full value thereof.

3.
The Association will not be responsible for the loss or damage to any property of the Co-Owners, their guests, visitors and others.

4.
The resort management shall have the authority to move recreational vehicles, equipment, vehicles and belongings of the Co-Owners their guests, visitors and others, without notice and without liability, in the event of an emergency.  However, resort management shall have no obligation to do so.
5.
Any licensed vehicle operated within the park must be operated by a person with a valid driver’s license.
Noise

1.
Quiet hours shall be observed from 11:00 P.M. to 8:00 A.M.


2.
Any noise generating equipment such as televisions, radios, record/CD players and generators shall be restricted in their use and time of operation for the mutual comfort and pleasure of all Co-Owners.  At no time shall the use of such equipment be permitted to cause a nuisance to other users of the area.

3.
There shall be no car alarms activated while the vehicle(s) are within the resort.

Parking

1.
Co-Owners their guests, visitors and others are to park in designated parking only or as designated by the resort management not on the interior street system of the resort.
2.
No more than two vehicles are permitted on any “RV” site in addition to the “RV”.

3.
No major repairs or adjustments shall be made to motor vehicles and boats on the resort premises.   Minor servicing of motor vehicles and boats shall be approved by Resort management prior to such service.
Guests and Visitors

1.         All guests and visitors to the resort shall comply and be subject to the rules and 
              regulations of the Association. 
2.          “SLRVP Guest Registration” forms must be submitted back to the park 

             management prior to the arrival of guests.  All guests will be permitted to stay

             on a Co-owner site when the co-owner is not presently staying at the park.

             Guests’ RV’s cannot be left on site if they are not occupied.  The owner will be

             responsible to provide their access code for their guest for park access as no
             visitor code will be issued.  If any site is owned or registered to a 

             corporation or company name, one name must be designated as the occupant 

             thereby accepting responsibility. Any other individual other than the designated

             Co-owner of a “corporate lot” will be regarded as a guest.   
3.
 The Association from time to time may elect to charge a nominal fee for resort guest 
              and visitors.
4.
The number of guests and visitors for each “RV” site shall be limited as prescribed by the resort management.

5.
Guests and visitors should park in the designated visitor parking areas.

Sanitation and Garbage
1.
All garbage and other waste material must be placed in the receptacles approved by the 
             resort.
2.
Garbage containers are for typical household trash and garbage; the garbage containers are NOT to be used for heavy bulk or site materials.

Pets

1.
Co-Owners their guests, visitors and others are required to register their pets with resort management.

2.
Co-Owners, their guests, visitors and others may bring family pets provided such pets are usual household pets such as dogs, cats, or birds.  Pets shall be well mannered; all pets including cats shall be kept on leashes at all times.  Resort management reserves the right to remove unruly, loud and misbehaving pets from the resort and to restrict roaming pets without permission.  NO pets shall be allowed in the common facilities or on the beach.  Resort management may restrict the size and number of pets brought into the resort by any one individual at its sole discretion.

Beachfront and Common Area

1.
Swimming is permitted in designated areas within the foreshore license and is at the swimmers own risk.

2.
Bicycles will not be allowed on the beach or along the beach from common area above the retaining wall.

3.
There shall be a “no wake zone” for all watercraft vehicles to the outside perimeter of the swim dock. (Orange buoy marker)
Signs

1.
Co-Owners their guests, visitors and others shall comply with all posted signs.

2.
Co-Owners shall post nothing on any of the resort bulletin boards or elsewhere within the resort without first obtaining written permission from resort management.

3.
No sign including “For Sale” signs may be displayed on any “RV” site or on any recreational or other vehicle other than names and “RV” site numbers without the prior permission of resort management.

Speed Limit

1.
The speed limit on all roads within the resort is 10 KM.  This speed limit applies to bicycles, skateboards, roller skates, roller blades, wagons, scooters and all motorized vehicles.

Lawn Care and Maintenance

1.
Resort management shall be responsible for lawn care and landscaping maintenance unless otherwise agreed to between the “RV” site Co-Owners and resort management.

2.
The main purpose the resort management is providing individual “RV” site lawn care and maintenance is for the long term and continual beautification of the resort.

3.
Co-Owners and resort management shall work together to help the landscaping crew to do its job easily and effectively (i.e. Co-Owners will tidy up their “RV” site prior to the landscaping crew starting to work on their “RV” site).  Also resort management will provide an estimated time schedule to the Co-Owners for work to be done.
Campfires, Fireworks and Firearms

1.
Campfires are allowed only in designated pits or fireplaces as designated by resort management.  Campfires are to be totally extinguished when not personally attended.  Fires may be prohibited when such fires are considered either unsuitable for existing conditions or when they represent a hazard.

2.
No fireworks shall be permitted within the resort unless conducted with/by the resort management during special events.

3.
The use and possession of firearms and all other weapons is strictly prohibited within the resort.

B.
RECREATIONS (CLUBHOUSE) FACILITIES

General use

1.
The clubhouse is a smoke free building.

2.
The clubhouse will be kept open and used in accordance with a schedule determined by resort management.

3.
The clubhouse is available for use by all Co-Owners and their guests and visitors.

4.
Children under the age of 12 must be accompanied by an adult (18 or older) when using the clubhouse.

5.
Pets are not allowed in the clubhouse at any time.

6.
No wet garments may be worn in any carpeted areas within the clubhouse.

7.
No skateboards, roller blades or bicycles are permitted in the clubhouse.

8.
The use of the guest suite in the clubhouse shall require the approval from resort management prior to occupancy.  Resort management will establish a maximum stay/use period.

Washroom, showers & Laundry Facilities

1.
These facilities are for the use of Co-Owners their guests and visitors; resort management is responsible for the cleaning and maintenance of these facilities.  The Association requests that all Co-Owners their guest and visitor clean up after themselves.  At resort management’s discretion any Co-Owners their guest or visitor reported or found to be abusing these facilities will be asked to refrain from use and held responsible for any extra-ordinary costs incurred as a result of such abuse.

Private functions

1.
Co-Owners in good standing may obtain the use of the clubhouse for group parties by 
             applying to the resort management.  However, no Co-Owner shall be excluded from the
             clubhouse or denied the ordinary use of the clubhouse while private parties are taking 
             place.  The clubhouse shall not be used for private parties or affairs unless resort
             management authorizes with prior written consent.  A user fee for the private use of the 
             clubhouse may apply.

C.
RV SITE USE & IMPROVEMENTS
General

1.
To keep a reasonable standard of the resorts appearance, no construction, alterations to improvements to any RV site, including, but not limited to landscaping, fencing, decks, storage sheds, or additions to existing structures may be carried out, by or on behalf of any Co-Owner without prior written permission from management.  A design sketch including size, colours and location desired of the intended work shall be submitted for approval by resort management.  Resort management to ensure compliance shall keep a copy of such intended work to be done.
2.
No more than one recreational vehicle is allowed per “RV” site.  Units that will be classed as an RV are; a fifth wheel, tent trailer, travel trailer, motor coach, conversion van, park model trailer or truck camper.  A truck camper or tent trailer will be allowed in the park for short term stays by guests for a maximum of 14 days.  A truck camper shall not be unloaded from the truck during this period.  While in use at the park, a truck camper while on the truck shall be classed as the 1 “RV” per site.  i.e. Under no circumstance may truck camper be parked and used on a site for accommodations that already has a trailer, fifth wheel, motor coach, and conversion van or park model already on it.  No truck camper or tent trailer will be allowed as their principle residence on any site.  Only one recreational vehicle may be used as a living unit on any site(s).  No watercrafts on lots year round.
3.
No more than eight (8) persons may overnight on one “RV” site unless prior permission has been obtained from resort management.

4.
In order to prevent over-taxing of resort facilities, if day guest activity should reach inordinate levels, the resort management reserves the right to limit the number of day guests visiting on one RV site.

5.
Co-Owners shall not attach any accessory or attachment to the recreational vehicles, trees or other living plants within the resort without prior written permission from management.

6.
Resort management may at its sole discretion require Co-Owners to repair any deterioration of improvements.

7.
A minimum set back of 3 feet from the side and rear RV site boundary lines is required; an “RV” using a tip out or slide out shall be subject a minimum set back of 1.5 feet from the side boundary line and 3 feet from the rear boundary line.  An “RV” hitch must be a minimum of 10 feet from the “RV” site front boundary line.

8.
Due to potential danger to others, propane tanks are limited to a maximum capacity of 80 U.S. gallons (PIG) on any one “RV” site.  Propane tanks may not be enclosed.

Tents

1.
If a co-owner has a guest who wants to sleep in a tent, it must be set up toward the rear of the RV site preferably on the cement pad but if a tent is set up on the lawn it needs to be taken down during the day within reasonable time frames i.e. (every third day) as to eliminate killing the grass and moved when required to accommodate lawn maintenance.  
Landscaping and Fencing

1.
Co-Owners are required to obtain resort management approval and to be considerate of their neighbors when planning their landscaping and fencing.

2.
Fences are permissible to a maximum height of 3 feet along the side of the “RV” site boundary and a maximum height of 5 feet along the backside of the “RV” site boundary.
3.
Trimmed hedges to a maximum height of 3 feet are allowable from the front “RV” site boundary to the front of the RV pad and a reasonable maximum height to the back “RV” site boundary.  Also hedges to a reasonable maximum height across the back “RV” site boundary are allowed.

4.
Fencing and hedges shall be placed on or within 6 inches of the “RV” site boundary lines.

Decks and Patios

1.
Decks shall have maximum floor height of 30 inches from ground level and a minimum clearance on the under-side of 6 inches, if a decks clearance is in excess of 9 inches it must be skirted with open lattice.

2.
Railings and stairs shall be built on decks that reach a height in excess of 24 inches from ground level, railings are allowed to a maximum height of 42 inches from ground level.

3.
Stairs will be required on decks that are in excess of 12 inches from ground level.
4.
Decks and patios may be enclosed to provide a “Sun Room” provided that enclosure walls are 60% glass and/or screen.

5.
Decks and patios may be covered to provide shelter provided that resort management approves of such structure.

Storage and Storage Sheds
1.
One storage shed shall be allowed per RV site.  A maximum wall height of 7 feet to a maximum of 8 feet 6 inches at the peak of the roof with a maximum overhang on the front 3 feet and a maximum completed size of 80 square feet.  The design, material to be used, colours and location of the storage shed shall be approved in writing by resort management prior to installation and/or construction of such shed.

2.
Storage boxes may be stored under the “RV” but no storage of loose material will be permitted unless “RV” skirting completely covers the same.  All skirting must be completed within 30 days of such storage.

3.
The colour of all sheds and skirting must be neutral or match the “RV” in the case of skirting.

4.
Co-owners may not be allowed to store their boat and trailer, empty 

boat trailers, small row boats, canoes, sea-doo floats or like items on their “RV”
site(s).  The storage of large boats including motor boats and sail boats must be 

moored during the “in season” in the boat moorage.  In the “off season”, a date

determined by the resort board, co-owners will not be able to store said items on 

their site(s) in order to keep a reasonable standard intact year round of the parks 

appearance.  Co-owners will be allowed limited storage in the parks back 

storage area with park management direction. An allocation system and a fee 

will be charged to the user co-owner for this storage determined by the Park

Board.  Any extraordinary variation to storage by co-owner must be by written

             request to the President (or designate).  
D.
BOATS, THE BOAT RAMP AND BOAT MOORAGE

1.
Any co-owner requesting a change in boat slips must submit a “Boat Slip Transfer” form to the Board President (or designate) for sign off prior to any change.  
2.
The Association from time to time may charge a fee for use of the boat moorage and boat ramp facilities.

3.
Only boats owned by the Co-Owners shall be permitted to use the boat ramp and moor their boat in the moorage facility. UNLESS resort management issues permission to guests and visitors.
4.
There shall be a no wake zone for all watercraft vehicles to the outside perimeter of the swim dock. (Orange buoy marker) 
5.
Gasoline and oil leaks are an environmental concern of the Association; all boats and aquatic vehicles used within the foreshore license areas shall be of good repair and maintenance.  If a boat or other aquatic vehicle does not comply with reasonable standards such boat or aquatic vehicle will not be permitted to use, operate or moor within the foreshore license area.
E.   RECREATIONAL VEHICLE GUIDELINES

1.
The Association reserves the right to determine the suitability of any particular recreational vehicle, “RV”, for use within the resort, and to exclude RV’s it deems unsuitable.  By way of illustrations, converted or make shift RV’s may not be considered suitable vehicles, but may be permitted at the discretion of the resort management.

2.
RV’s shall be limited to those licensed and allowed on BC highways without special permits.

3.
The maximum allowable length of an “RV” (including Park Models) is 45 feet and a maximum allowable width including a tip-out or slide-out is 12 feet, unless otherwise determined by resort management.

4.
All RV’s entering the resort must be CSA approved and have current -  up to date personal liability insurance.  Proof of such insurance may be called upon at any time resort management deems necessary.
5.
The resort management prior to placement on an RV site must approve all RV’s.

6.
The location of large RV’s or Park Models will require the approval of the Association prior to the purchase of a “RV” site.

7.
RV’s must be equipped for recreational living and sleeping purposes without continuous connection to sewer, water, and electrical systems.  RV’s without holding tanks are not permissible except Park Models. 
8.
All RV’s must have sewer connectors which seal tightly.

F.  HYDRO – ELECTRICTIY

1.
The cost of electricity on RV sites in not included in the maintenance fees.   Electrical power consumption will be metered and invoiced to Co-Owners on a periodic basis.

G.  TAXES

1.
Taxes assessed on the resort property are not included in the maintenance fees.   Taxes will be assessed by way of a separate assessment.   All improvement tax assessments (decks, sheds, etc.) and taxes assessed to each Co-owner shall be the responsibility of such Co-Owner.
H.  RENTALS

1.
Rental or unauthorized occupancy of an RV site by Co-Owners shall not be permitted.  Any person or persons who is/are occupying an RV site or a RV located on a RV site shall abide by the rules and regulations of the Association.  The Association and Management and its authorized delegates shall at all times have the right to summarily end the Tenancy/occupancy of any tenant or unauthorized occupant.
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
