Executive Approval Procedure of Co-Owner Requests

For

‘Move On’ of RV Upgrades and Park Models 

And
 Site Landscape/Construction/Renovations

There have been a number of requests for RV/Park Model upgrades and ‘Move-Ons’ plus site and building ‘Renovations’ in the Park. It is expected that this will continue and probably increase in the future. 

The following is the process, which the executive will use to ensure efficient and fair approvals:

1. Approval Criteria: 

· The RV, Park Model or landscaping/construction/renovations whether portable or permanent will meet Parks Rules and Regulation compliance and enhance the quality intended for the Park. 

· RV’s or Park Models being no more than 10 years old and in a condition acceptable to the executive. 
· Any RV over 10 years of age would require a special variance request letter from the co-owner to the President and approved by the executive.
· Once approval is received the owner should immediately contact the manager of the Park. The Park manager shall coordinate the RV or Park Model positioning on the lot.
2. Approval Process and Timing:

Approval process of co-owners request will be completed by the executive in a timely manner 
with a minimum of 3 confirmations required from the Executive of the 5 members for an approval. 

As part of the approval process, any co-owner wishing to ‘Move On’ an upgraded RV, ‘Move On’ of a Park Model or perform ‘Site landscaping/construction/renovations’ should observe the following:

· Fill out the appropriate SLRV Park request form 

· Submit the request form to the president with all pertinent information along with legible detailed drawings and photographs as soon as possible with reasonable lead time prior to purchases or starting any site landscaping or construction/renovations. 
· A site visit by co-owner and manager should take place to review set backs requirements. 
· If a deposit is required of the owner to hold the RV/Park Model unit, it should be a conditional deposit. 

· Any irrevocable RV/Park Model purchase deposit(s) placed by any co-owner before Park approval of that unit is done so at the risk of the co-owner. Without written approval, the Park executive will not be bound for any RV/Park Model purchased by an owner.

· Once approval is received the owner should contact the manager to schedule a ‘Move-On’ date or site renovation time frame.  
3. Approval Posting

Once the RV/Park Model/Renovation is approved, the manager will post the approval provided by the executive to the co-owner on the club house bulletin board as park information.

It is hoped that by defining this process, co-owners and executive will be better served in the Park.
