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Shuswap Lake Park is a co-owner shared common interest venture. Zoning description is ‘C6 Waterfront property’ and the gated Park is set on 5 acres consisting of 69 sites with 440 feet of Shuswap Lake waterfront property with a 70 slip marina. In addition we have a 10 year Foreshore Licence permit from the provincial Ministry.   
In the summer of 2005 the Park transitioned from the developer to the co-owners under the title of Shuswap Lake RV Park Landowners Association. In place is a Board of Directors consisting of 5 members: President, 2 Vice Presidents, Secretary and Treasurer and operates in compliance with the Societies Act of British Columbia. The Board meets several times a year and hosts the Annual General Meeting and Board elections held annually on the first weekend of August. The Park operates on an annual membership approved financial budget with quarterly reporting to the membership. Also membership approved Rules & Regulations and Procedures are in place that assists in the operation of the Park. 
The Park was newly constructed with its own lake water supply and treatment, a class ‘A’ effluent treatment plant and under ground power supply. Sample schedules are met along with records kept and submitted to Interior Health to obtain the annual water permit and the Provincial Ministry of Environment Waste Management for the annual effluent treatment permit.  Each site has its own utilities hook-ups consisting of sewer, water, 50 amp power supply, cable TV, telus phone ready connection, and internet ready connection. Each site has its own hydro meter which is billed out to each co-owner from the manager once a year. Each co-owner is responsible for the following payments:  monthly maintenance fees, hydro payment once a year and each co-owner proportionate land taxes.  
There is a manager that lives on site and maintains the infrastructure of the Park year round. As per the Columbia Shuswap Regional District zoning by-law there is to be no full time living on sites other than management. All sites and the common area have the lawns maintained by the park and weekly garbage pick up by an outside contractor.  We have a club house complete with full kitchen, eating area, activity area, patio, showers, laundry room and an upstairs suite for co-owners guest rental. 

The Park has in place procedures and corresponding forms for guidelines to operate the Park fairly and efficiently amongst co-owners. These procedures and forms are available under the heading of Procedures and Forms on this website Home page.
