SLRV Park Storage Rental Procedure

Procedure revised - July 24, 2007
Shuswap Lake RV Park would like to make available to interested co-owners, the opportunity to rent a storage site at the south end of the park for the purpose of storing boats with trailers, sea-doos with trailers or utility trailers. This arrangement has been developed both as a park revenue generator and as a convenience to co-owners who wish to have nearby temporary storage available. The cost below is consistent with other local rental facilities.

Note: the park Manager will be allowed to utilize 1 additional storage space free of charge.

Number of sites available to co-owners:

Cost of site:


$350.00 per year. (September 1st to August 30th) 

Availability:


1 year terms

All co-owners interested in renting an available site should submit their name to the SLRV Park executive or the park manager by August 15th of each year. A request form indicating your interest will be required and it will be the managers/executive member’s responsibility to ensure the co-owners name is submitted. If more than 12 co-owners have responded, the first 12 names drawn (lottery fashion) on August 16th will be notified within 1 week. If less than 12 co-owners reply with their interest, a draw will not be necessary and a site will be available to each applicant.

Successful co-owners will be expected to pay for their rental site within 30 days of notification. The site will be available September 1st of each year and will expire August 30th of the following year. A new submission process will be held each year; therefore the sites are not permanently assigned and are only available for 1 year terms. This process was felt to be the fairest for all co-owners.

If a co-owner cancels their interest after notification, the 13th person drawn will be awarded the available site, etc. If less than 12 co-owners express initial interest and sites are still available after the initial awarding process, co-owners can obtain a site on a first come basis until all 12 sites are allocated. 

Co-owners awarded a rental site are encouraged to minimize access to the storage area as a courtesy to co-owners who border the area. Some restrictions need to apply such as: portable structures and/or tarpaulins are not permitted on the rental site.           

If space available, summer storage will be offered but only until the September 1 lottery date at $30 per month.  This process will be coordinated by the park management.
